Ladies and Gentlemen:

Transmutted herewith is the 2005-2006 budget for the City of Shawnee. The Shawnee Municipal
Authority and the Shawnee Airport Authority budgets are included as part of the City budget.

The following schedule provides a summary of the 2005-2006 budget as compared to the 2004-2005
budget (as amended): '

As shown above, the overall 2005-2006 budget is smaller than the 2004-2005 budget (as amended) by
$827,761. The difference between the two budgets relates primarily to grants in the Capital
Improvement Fund and the Street Improvement Fund of $882,876 that were awarded in 2004-2005 and
have not yet been granted in 2005-2006, a decrease in expected revenues in the Shawnee Municipal
Authority, and a decrease in the estimated beginning fund balance of the Street Improvement Fund
because of expenditures made in 2004-2005.

The approved 2005-2006 General Fund budget has a projected ending fund balance of $544,875. The
projected increase in sales tax revenues of 2.5% in 2005-2006 over the 4% budgeted amount for 2004-
2003 accounts for most of the general fund budget increases. The City’s contribution to Qklahoma
Municipal Retirement Fund increased 1.1% from 15.19% to 16.33% and the budget also reflects a cost
of living increase for employees.
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The capital outlay part of the budget is the area over which we have the most discretion. The best way
to review this section is by looking at the “Summary of Capital Outlay Requests” at the back of the
budget. The left side of the schedule provides the description, the amount requested, and the amount
approved for each capital outlay request.

This budget reflects continued progress toward improving our infrastructure through the street program
and improvements to our water treatment process. It also includes funding for a regional park and a
skate park. It was a very challenging budget because of the revenue shortfall in the Shawnee Municipal
Authority, an increase in workers compensation, and a write off of amounts owed by the Shawnee Civic
and Cultural Development Authority. The revenue shortfall in the SMA was due to a reduction in
water consumption caused by water rationing and a very wet late summer. The City is hopeful that the
water consumption levels will return to normal in 2005-2006 as we continue to improve the water
treatment process.

We will cautiously monitor the sales tax levels over the next few years expecting to see increases due to
additional new retail establishments. While we expect an increase in revenues, we will continue to
practice conservative spending habits to increase the funds for €mMergency measures.
